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Students From Other Universities

In the second year of the program, students from other universities began to apply from across the country.  Since 2004, students have enrolled from 17 different universities (18 including Miami University) and in some cases students have matriculated from the same institution in different years of the program. In 2005, a Fulbright Scholar enrolled in the program.
