Ninth Annual Intensive Study Abroad Program in International Health

Miami Plan Capstone and Honors Credit 

May 29 – July 13, 2009

Estimated Costs*

*Costs are subject to change based on rates secured for hotels, tuition, and other costs.  However, these costs are a good estimate based on the cost of the program last summer.

Tuition and fees (8 credit hours)

$3,000  (Ohio Residents)

Non-Ohio residents must add $2,000 for out-of-state tuition.  Please note this is one-half of the out-of-state tuition cost for 8 credit hours.  Many international study abroad programs at Miami University only require students to pay one-half of the out-of-state tuition costs.

Program Costs Fee (see estimates below)

$3,450
All accepted students must pay the program cost fee to Miami University prior to departure.  This is due by February 13, 2009.  Your deposit of $525 should be subtracted from this amount.  Thus, if you are accepted into the program the additional amount of $2,925 is due by February 13.  If you are not accepted, your $525 deposit will be returned.

The program costs fee includes the following:

Books - $225

Course Materials - $500

Ground Transportation - $525

This includes train tickets and metro passes in cities we travel to for site visits (Paris, Beaune, and Geneva).  This also includes a monthly bus pass in Dijon the site of the program.

Housing - $1,625 (thirty-nine days)

This includes housing for five weeks at the residence hall at the Université de Bourgogne in Dijon, France.  It also includes the hotels/hostels where we will stay when we visit Paris and Geneva.  

Site Visits - $450 

Additional costs that students are responsible for providing.

Airfare - variable

Students are responsible for their round-trip airfare to Paris, France.  Last year on average students paid between $800 and $950 for roundtrip airfare.  From Paris students must take a train (one hour and 40 minutes) to Dijon.  This costs approximately $60.

A listserv will be provided for students accepted into the program.  In previous years using this listserv, students communicated with one another and booked reservations on the same flight and flew to Paris together.  Other students made their reservations on the same flight with the Director of the program, Dr. Fennell, and flew to Paris with him.

Meals - $1,170

Meals are estimated at $30 per day for 39 days.  Previous students in the program have indicated they spent between $25 and $30 per day for meals.

Total Estimated Costs

Thus, in determining the total costs for the program, using the figures noted above, each student must include the following.

1) tuition (in-state or out-of-state), 

2) the program costs fee paid to Miami University due by February 13, 2009,

3) round-trip airfare to Paris, and

4) meals and other expenses.  

These four factors will assist the student in determining his/her cost for the study abroad program in international health.
