After February 2, please contact the Director of the program to determine if applications are still being accepted.  The program is limited to 18 participants.   In addition to completing this application, include the following:
· Essay I:  a short, typed essay (200-250). Explain why you are interested in the program, what you hope to gain from study abroad and how this program relates to your overall academic program.  (Please label each essay.)
· Essay II:  a short, typed essay (200-250). How prepared are you to respond to international thinking with respect to negative impressions that some people abroad have about the United States?  Why do you feel that many other countries do not think highly of Americans (“United Statesians”) or agree with the health policies of our government?  How would you respond to someone who disagrees with our policies? (Please label each essay.)

· A deposit of $525.00. Checks should be made payable to "Miami University –International Health Program in Europe". If you are accepted, the deposit will be applied toward the total fee. If you are not accepted, the deposit will be returned. You will be notified within two weeks of the status of your application. The deadline for applying is January 9, 2009 or until the program is full. Payment of all fees is due February 13, 2009.
· A transcript of grades to date. Miami University students may obtain an unofficial copy of their transcript free of charge from the Transcript Office, 112 Campus Avenue Building.
· A letter of recommendation, which must objectively evaluate your capacities with respect to your successful participation in the program and your academic ability.
