You are required by law to report your local address to the OIE within ten (10) days of
moving. To update your address with OIE, simply update it in BannerWeb. Please log
onto your myMiami account and make sure your current address is correct.

F-1 and J-1 students = 12 credits during Fall and Spring semesters

Failure to enroll in at least the minimum number of credits will cause you to fall out of Appointments

status with immigration. Make sure to maintain proper enroliment to ensure you maintain

your immigration status. You will receive an email if you are underenrolled and must

resolve the issue by the stated deadline. No same day
appointments or walk-ins!!

There are limited cases in which you may be authorized to enroll less than full-time. You
must get prior approval from the OIE to under-enroll. Additional information and the
request form for a Reduced Course Load (RCL) can be found here: http://
www.units.muohio.edu/internationalprograms/reducedcourseload.php.

EMPLOYMENT

F-1 and J-1 students are eligible to work on campus up to 20 hours per week during the
academic year, and full-time on campus during breaks. J-1 students must first receive
authorization from OIE before beginning to work (F-1 students are already
authorized).

You ARE NOT permitted to work off-campus unless you apply for and receive work
authorization. To work without authorization is a MAJOR VIOLOATION of your
immigration status! DO NOT work off-campus without authorization.

Students who wish to pursue off-campus work (such as an internship) in their field of

study before completing their degree program must apply for Curricular Practical Training Concerned about the
