TRAVEL REMINDER 
 

If you will be traveling outside the US there are two major things you will need to consider:      
 
1) How to enter the country you are visiting 
2) How to re-enter the US 
 

 1) If you are visiting a country other than your home country, you may need an 

entry visa.  OIE advisors are unable to advise on this, so you may need to do 

some investigating online or contact the embassy of the country you will be 

visiting.  

 2) In order to re-enter the US, you will need the following documents: 

A) Your passport (valid for at least 6 months into the future); 

B) Your valid F-1 or J-1 visa (Note: if your visa will be expired, you will have 

to obtain a new visa abroad before re-entering the US); 

C) Your valid and accurate I-20 or DS-2019, signed for travel  by OIE within 

the past year (so you may need to stop in to our office for a travel 

signature before you leave!)  - NOTE: You will have problems re-entering 

the US if you forget your I-20 or DS-2019, or forget to have it signed!

Dear Molly,  
I plan to travel to Canada over Thanksgiving break, but my F -1 visa is 
expired.   What should I do?

Dear Ms. Ess, 
First, you will need to see if you require a visa to enter Canada (http://
www.cic.gc.ca/english/visit/visas.asp).  If so, use this same website to find 
information about applying for your Canadian visa.   You may be able to apply at 
a border city (e.g. Detroit or Buffalo) on your way into Canada if you will be 
driving.  Be sure to have your I-20 signed first! 
 
F-1 and J-1 students who travel to Canada, Mexico, or the ñadjacent islandsò for 
30 days or less may re-enter the US with an expired visa.  Therefore, you will not  
need to apply for a new visa before re-entering the US.  There are additional 
details to be aware of when taking advantage of this benefit (called ñautomatic 
revalidationò) so I encourage you to email me for more information.
