TRAVELING OUTSIDE THE US?  
 
You must have your I-20 or DS-2019 signed for travel!!!  If you forget to have your 
document signed, you will have trouble re-entering the US.  Each travel signature 
is valid for one year, as long as everything remains accurate and current on your 
document.  To have your document signed, simply bring it to OIE during office 
hours (8-12 and 1-5) �± �\�R�X���G�R�Q�¶�W���Q�H�H�G���D�Q���D�S�S�R�L�Q�W�P�H�Q�W��  In addition to your signed 
I-20 or DS-2019, you will need your passport and valid F-1 or J-1 visa in order to 
re-enter the US. 
 

THINKING ABOUT DROPPING A CLASS?  
 
Remember that Friday, October 30 is the last day to drop a class and receive a

time in order to maintain your legal status!  If you drop below full-time, your 
SEVIS record will be terminated and you will be out of status.  If you have 
questions about maintaining full-time enrollment, please contact an OIE advisor 
right away!
