IF MIAMI UNIVERSITY SECURES A DEPOSIT TO BOOK AIRLINE SEATS IN ADVANCE AND YOU PLACE A DEPOSIT, THIS DEPOSIT WILL BE REFUNDABLE UNDER THESE CONDITIONS:

1 Another MU student applies to fill your seat in time to meet trip travel needs (shots,  passport, etc.)

2 Actual airline payment has not been made and trip size exceeds 10 for group travel.

Miami University Fees:  

Credit – tuition per course hours or Non-credit workshop fees are charged by Miami University and are refundable for a withdrawal up to 4:30 the day before the workshop begins.  Credit tuition fees are paid using the Summer Workshop registration form.

Non-credit Workshop:  A check must be paid to Miami University per the workshop fee noted on the Trip Preparation and Expenses Chart by the deadline listed on the Chart.   Give this check to the Faculty Leader who will submit all checks to the Bursar.

Therefore,

I have read, understand and agree to this Statement of Understanding with Miami University and the local chapter of Ambassadors for Children (AFC) as noted in this application and also the Terms and Conditions of Ambassadors for Children (501c3)  in this packet and/or on their website.

I assume responsibility for arriving at the airport for departure and will arrange for pick-up upon return.  Miami University and AFC is not responsible for airline cancellations, re-routings, delays or luggage lost nor for any other lost or stolen personal items including laptops ( please -- do not take valuables including jewelry ). 
Ambassadors for Children:   I have read the inclusions noted on the AFC web page and Trip Prep Chart of AFC MU for the specific ground package components for this trip.  I agree to register on-line with AFC and complete the AFC registration form.  I will pay AFC their balance due before the 90 day pre-trip – travel departure.  The scheduled activities may change as conditions in the host country merit as would be expected in a developing country.
