to the Miami University Dolibois European Center
in Differdange, in the Grand  Duchy of Luxembourg

Differdange is the third largest city in Luxembourg. It is located in the southwest corner of the country, within easy walking
distance (about 2 miles) from the French border. Trains to Luxembourg take you to the capital, Luxentp@uogeinbourg
Ville), and from there you can taketrain to Differdange.

The optional group flights fly into Frankfurt (Germany)Brussels (Belgium), Paris (France) or elsewhere, depending on the best
travel arrangements the local travel agents cateraithe time. Charter buses (also optional) are available to transport the
students from the airport directly to the Chateau, where the students are picked up by their host families. Indepeledsciinav

sign up for the chartered bus if they abdeato arrive at the destination airport about the same time as the group flight.
Occasionally, students and faculty whose plans are neatly laid out experience an unexpected change in plans. Theyanay intend
join a group flight but are inconvenienceldeir plane is redirected due to unusual weather or they miss a connecting flight and
need to find their way to Luxembourg on their own.

Independent travelers can fly into these&onvenientmajor airports --Brussels, Frankfurt, and Paris-and then take the

train to Luxembourg. One can alsachange planesn Frankfurt and Paris to fly to Luxembourg City. Independent travelers

are responsible to contact their host family in advance to arrange a time and a place to meet which suits all parties. As an
indepen@nt traveler, you are also requested to stop by the Campus prior to or on arrival day to collect your individualized
welcome package, including your JUMBO pass, your personal orientation schedule and a phone card for all public phones in
Luxembourg.

Planning Your Return Flight

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much of this medication you actualieed for the whole semester etc.) and with details concerning the medication itself.
Some of the medication in Europe bears different name:
easy for the doctor to find the equivalent inr@ae. Some of this medication can only be bought with a valid medical
prescription, which needs to come from a local doctor. If for some reason there would be a need for a change in th
treatment or medication, it is good to have had contact with thédoctor at the beginning of the semester.

e A smallfirst aid kit : It is a good idea to bring packet or two oBandaids andasicmedicine for: stomachaches
headache allergies, sore throamotion sickness, cold/cougimdigestion etc.as these itams are usually only sold in
pharmacies, and many pharmacies in Europe are closed on weekends and in thedejestinggen people usually feel
ill!

e Special medications:If you take prescription drugs (for allergies, diabetes, etc.), bring a generous. slfppbssible,
take all you need for the entire time and extra, too, in case you lose a biddtleto your insurance company early!

e Allergy shotscan be given at the local hospital if you have your medication with you. Do not bring medication in
unlakeled bottles. Have a deted chemical formula with yoas almost all US medications are obtainable in Lux, but
often under a different name.

e Letter from your doctor : Bring atypedletter explaining what your medicine is for. This is especially imporfamtu
are bringing syringes with you. No unlabeled powders or little pills, please.

o Contact lenses, eyeglasseSonsider bringing extra pairs of contact lenses or glasses and their prescriptions with you.
Contact lens wearers: be sure to bring your sgiagses. You may need them in emergencies or on overnight train trips.
