Application Process: Submit the above cover page and attach a project description (MAXIMUM of 5 pages single-spaced, minimum 10 point font, 1-inch margins) that addresses each of the following six issues.  Be sure to write for a generally educated audience who are NOT specialists in your discipline.  The cover page and references are NOT included in the 5-page maximum. Tables and figures ARE included in the 5 page maximum. 
1. Background and goals for the project.  Clearly state what you intend to accomplish, achieve, or determine by completing your project. What work have you or others already done on this problem? You should include a statement of hypothesis or of the creative question at issue.

2. Creative processes or methodology.  Describe the materials you will utilize, the manner in which you will approach your project and the major steps involved in completing your effort. Explain how your intended creative techniques or research methods are appropriate for accomplishing your stated goals. 

3. Expected Accomplishments or Results. Discuss how you will analyze your results and interpret them or how you will present and critique your final product.  Explain the significance of the intended achievements or results to the original project goals. 

4. Educational value of the project for the undergraduate student.  What preparation does the undergraduate bring to this project?  What skills/knowledge will the undergraduate gain by conducting the project, and how does this fit into the overall educational/career goals of the student?  

5. Mentoring plan. What experience/preparation does the graduate student mentor have for supervising this project?  Preference will be given to graduate students who can document prior research collaboration with a faculty member.  Describe the expected manner, form, and frequency of the interactions between the undergraduate scholar and graduate mentor for the duration of the project. 

6. Feasibility of the project.  Provide a detailed budget and explain why these items are needed for your project.   Why is it realistic for you to complete this project given the time-frame and funding limits of this program?
