 Over 11% are ethnically diverse 

 26% graduated from a private high school 

 42% of the incoming students have at least one 

parent with a post-baccalaureate degree 

 14% have a parent who holds either a doctorate 

or a professional degree 

 17% are first-generation college students 

 12% have a parent who attended Miami
