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Guidelines for Medical Withdrawal for Psychological Reasons


Consideration for a medical withdrawal from the University will be given to a student who has an emotional or psychological condition that is of such severity that it prevents him or her from attending classes and/or significantly interferes with their ability to complete their academic responsibilities for an extended period of time.  Requests for a medical withdrawal for psychological reasons, must be made in writing by the student to the director of the Student Counseling Service and be supported by a licensed mental health professional in the form of a letter documenting the professional’s assessment of the student and clearly indicating support for the withdrawal.  The severity and duration of the problem must be such that it would not be reasonable to expect the student to make up the missed class work.  The director of the Student Counseling Service has the ultimate authority to approve a medical withdrawal for psychological reasons.  The student will be notified in writing if their request has been approved or denied.  Forms for requesting a medical withdrawal may be obtained through the Student Counseling Service.


The student should be aware that if the request for a medical withdrawal for psychological reasons is approved, a registration hold will be placed on the student’s future registration unless and until a mental health professional has stated in writing their assessment that the student’s condition has improved sufficiently for the student to return to classwork.  The registration hold will not be lifted until this documentation is received and approved by the director of the Student Counseling Service.


The student should also be aware that a medical withdrawal will cause them to lose any credit for classes taken that semester.  The student’s transcript for that semester will indicate only “withdrawn for medical reasons”.  Any refund of tuition due will be determined through the Office of the Bursar based on the last date the student attended any class.  (The student should also be aware that withdrawing from school may affect their eligibility on their insurance coverage, student loans, etc.  Often if a student is not in school for a period of time, they are no longer covered on their parent’s insurance, and/or their student loans become due.)
